
Travel Credit May Be Earned This Summer 

 

High school students may earn elective credit while traveling this summer.  Students who 

travel for a total of 21 days may earn ½ credit, and students who travel for a total of 42 

days may earn 1.0 credit.  In order to do so, students must see their high school counselor 

in order to get pre-approval.  Upon approval, the student must keep a journal of what 

he/she learned while traveling, including pictures of the student on the trip.  These 

materials must be submitted to the counselor within three months after the student 

returns.
